Bidding will be conducted through the National Competitive Bidding (NCB) procedures specified in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Procurement under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits, and is open to all bidders from Eligible Source Countries as defined in the Guidelines.

Qualifications requirements include: 

(a) Financial Capability
The Bidder shall furnish documentary evidence that it meets any of the following three alternatives of financial requirement(s): 
The average annual turnover for the last three years shall be equivalent or more than the bidder’s bid price (cumulative bid price if quoting for both the lots.)

OR
A letter from a reputed bank indicating their current financial status which will indicate their ability to perform the contract of the magnitude equivalent to the bidder’s bid price (cumulative bid price if quoting for both the lots.)
OR
A letter from a reputed bank stating to provide line of credit (loan facility) equivalent to bidder’s bid price (cumulative bid price if quoting for both the lots.)

(b) Experience and Technical Capacity
The bidder shall furnish documentary evidence to demonstrate that it meets the following requirement(s): 


Bidder must provide evidence of having executed at least two contracts of similar magnitude for supply of furniture within the period of last five years.
