1.   This Invitation for Bids follows the additional financing to the Support to Agriculture & Forestry Development of the Ministry of Agriculture & Forestry.

The Government of South Sudan has received a Grant from the Multi Donor Trust Fund (MDTF) through the International Development Association (IDA) (hereinafter called “Grant”) toward the cost of the Support to Agriculture & Forestry Development Project (SAFDP). The Grant Recipient intends to apply a portion of the funds to eligible payments under the contract for which this Invitation for Bids is issued.
3.   The Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry now invites sealed bids from eligible and qualified bidders for the Supply, Delivery, Installation & Commissioning of:

Lot 1: Two Seed Processing Plants/Units 

Lot 2: Three Mobile Seed Cleaning units 


Bidders must quote for all quantities in the lot and may quote for one or both lots. Bids not quoting all quantities will be determined non-responsive and rejected. Each lot will be evaluated separately and a lot will constitute a contract.
4.  Bidding will be conducted through the National Competitive procedures specified in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Procurement under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits 2004 edition; revised 2006 and are open to all bidders from Eligible Source Countries as defined in the Guidelines.

Qualifications requirements include: The bidder should have financial and technical capacity to supply the Generator Sets and be registered /incorporated in an Eligible member country.  Additional details are provided in the Bidding Documents.

A complete set of Bidding Documents in English Language may be purchased by interested bidders on the submission of a written application to the address below and upon payment of a non refundable fee of SDG 200 (Two hundred South Sudanese Pounds) or USD 50 (Fifty United States Dollars). The method of payment will be cash or direct transfer on request. 

8.   Bids must be delivered to the address below on or before 3:00 pm East Africa Time (GMT+3) on 8th February, 2012. Electronic bidding will not be permitted. Late bids will be rejected.  Bids will be opened in the presence of the bidders’ representatives, who choose to attend in person at the second physical address (for opening of bids) below at 3.05 pm East African Time (GMT+3) on 8th February, 2012.
