Bidding will be conducted through the National Competitive Bidding (NCB) procedures specified in the World Bank’s Guidelines: Procurement under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits (May 2004  Revised October 1, 2006), and is open to all bidders from Eligible Source Countries as defined in the Bidding Documents.

Bids shall be opened physically, immediately after bid submission deadline, in the presence of the bidders or bidders representatives who choose to attend, at the same location as for bid submission.
